ÂOfficial Journal of the European Union  

ÁFive days a week in 24/2 3 languages (four editions a day on average!)  

ÁAuthentic  electronic  OJ, signed with e-signature 

Á443 079 public procurement notices in 201 3 

ÁConsolidation of EU Law (modificationsé) 

 

ÂGeneral publications (in paper and/or electronic versions)  

Á9 154 titles in 201 3, in more than 50 possible language versions 

(including Arabic, Chinese, Japanese, Russian)
